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Please read this

It is our company policy at AB Timber that quality is built into all of our handmade garden buildings and we offer the following notes for your guidance when considering buying any building.

Try to choose a garden building constructed with mortise and tennon joints. Our craftsmen at AB Timber use mortised and tennon joints in all the essential parts of our garden structures. This gives your building the extra strength and stability over a garden building constructed with inferior joinery workmanship.

Check the window sills incorporate a design that prevents rain from entering the shed. Driving rain can enter some windows and quickly cause the wood to rot.

Check the door – most importantly – see that it is fully framed, morticed and tennoned and also ledged and braced. There is no positive way of ensuring that a shed door will not twist or drop over time, but a fully framed, mortised and tennoned, ledged and braced door helps minimise this effect. AB Timber buildings are constructed where possible with drip boards above the door to help prevent rain entering the building above the door.

Check the roof design for rigidity. At AB Timber our buildings are constructed and nailed against themselves and have roof ties (In the apexes) giving extra stability against wind and gales.

Always ask whether tannalised tongue and grooved boards are used in the construction of any garden building you are considering purchasing. Some inferior buildings are produced with overlapping boards, which can twist and warp, ultimately giving an unsightly appearance to the building.

It is essential that your shed is treated with a branded quality wood preserver that includes a water repellent base. This advice may seem obvious but it is often overlooked. The longevity of a shed can be considerably increased with regular treatment. The rapid deterioration of any shed is a sign that this treatment has been overlooked. 

All you need is a firm level area to erect your garden building on. We hope that these guidelines will help with your choice of supplier and garden building, but we feel sure you will realise the wisdom in buying a quality product at a price that reflects this. Prices quoted in our price list are fully inclusive of delivery, erection and VAT. Be aware of cheaper prices from alternative suppliers which do not include all these items
